Creating Profile to Save to a Network Location (or jump drive)
Option to Exporting and Importing Files:  Instead of exporting and importing a file, a file can be saved to default to a “mapped” network location when a Profile is first created.  IMPORTANT this option may not work on all networks due to administrative setup.  (These steps could also be used for saving to a jump drive vs. importing and exporting)
Step 1:  Student must be logged into their network account and create a folder in their directory to store their Dragon Profile.  (You cannot save directly onto the drive without creating a folder).  In the sample below, the folder is named “Dragon Profile”.  If more than one student is sharing a network drive it is important for this folder to be named the same for all students.  (In this sample, the u: drive is used for all individual student accounts—home directory.  The full directory  is[image: image1.png]52 myhome on 'Lab Server (smithlab)’ (U:)

Step 2:  Student should start Dragon NaturallySpeaking  and choose Manage Users under the Naturally Speaking Menu on the Dragon toolbar.  (The program may automatically open the Open user window which could also be used but the Manage Users gives more options)
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Step 3:  Students would click on the Browse button and locate the folder they created in Step 1 then they would follow the steps in the New Wizard Window to create their profile which will default to their network location.
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The manage users would now show the profile.

Here is what the profile folder would look like when student is done creating profile.
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IMPORTANT:  The Dragon program often defaults to the location of the last user.  Therefore, each user needs to browse to their profile location each day.  Again it is best to do this under Manage Users if the Open Users window doesn’t automatically open.  Once the user browses to their profile location, their name will show up on the manager users screen.   To open the profile, they will need to choose Open User from the NaturallySpeaking toolbar and select their name.
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This is an example where the U:/ drive is where students’ files “home directory” is located.  Notice a “Dragon Profile” folder has been created.

This example shows two users on the default location which are just sample files reminding students to choose their own profile.  If no location is chosen, user profiles automatically get saved to the default location on the c: drive.  It is important to Browse to the proper location before creating the new profile.  (See following steps/screen shots).





This sample shows the student directory and their folders. The student would navigate and select Dragon Profile folder and click on OK.





Location of user files now shows Dragon Profile.  Student would Click on New.





Student would  now complete the steps in the New User Wizard to create their profile. 





Notice there would be a folder inside the Dragon Profile folder with the student’s name.  This example shows the student’s name as Sample Student Network.  If you open this folder, you will see all the default folders the Dragon program creates when setting up a profile.





Pay attention to Location of user files and click browse to find current user’s profile location.





Choosing My Computer will show all locations available to Browse.





This is an example of Browsing to the default location c:\Documents and Settings\lab\My Documents.  This is where these two files are stored





This is an example of Browsing to the network location U:\ where this profile is stored.
