Creating Profile to Save to a jump drive
Option to Exporting and Importing Files:  Instead of exporting and importing a file, a file can be saved to a default location when a Profile is first created.  
Step 1:  Plug in jump drive and open jump drive from My computer to create a new folder.
Step 2:  Click make a new folder and make a folder called [image: image1.png]


on jump drive.
Step 3:  Start Dragon NaturallySpeaking (if a new user dialog box automatically opens, close it).  Choose Manage Users under the Naturally Speaking Menu on the Dragon toolbar.
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Step 4:  Click on the Browse button and locate  folder[image: image4.png]


 created in Step 1.  This is done by clicking My Computer and then the location of the jump drive.  Once the folder is selected, follow the steps in the New Wizard Window to create a profile.
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The manage users will show your name as a choice when you complete this step.
Here is what the profile folder would look like when user is done creating profile.  (Your name would show up instead of Sample Student Network)
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Once you create your profile on the jump drive Dragon will load “open” your profile from this location and will automatically update your files to this location when you choose Naturally Speaking Save User Files.  However, you may do need to browse to your jump drive location each day when you first open Dragon.
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Location of user files now shows drive location letter and Dragon Profile folder.  





Complete the steps in the New User Wizard to create profile.  (Your name would replace Network Sample Student)





Notice there would be a folder inside the Dragon Profile folder with the users name.  This example shows the user’s name as Sample Student Network.  If you open this folder, you will see all the default folders the Dragon program creates when setting up a profile.





Pay attention to Location of user files and click browse to find current user’s profile location.  Name will show up under user when folder is selected.
